History & Migration of Charles and Hattie Banaszynski1 and Family.
-On 11/23/1856, Charles & Hattie Banaszynski1 married in Dobrzyca, Pleszew, Poznan, Poland. 
Note- Dobrzyca in German was identified as; Dobberschutz, Posen, Germany.
-According to all of Charles & Hattie Banaszynski’s1children’s baptismal records, all of their #12 children were born in Olesie, Pleszew, Poznan, Poland with the exception of son, John who was born in Strzyzew, Pleszew, Poznan, Poland.  All of their children were baptized in Dobrzyca, Pleszew, Poznan, Poland.  
- Charles & Hattie Banaszynski’s1oldest daughter, Marianna (Maryanne) (nee Banaszynski) Zacharyasz2 was born on; 12/10/1859 
in Olesie, Pleszew, Poznan, Poland.  She was christened on; 12/11/1859 in Dobrzyca, Pleszew, Poznan, Poland.
- Charles & Hattie Banaszynski’s1 son, Joannis (John) J. or B. Banaszynski2 was born on; 05/25/1865 (Source- his naturalization record.)  
However, his tombstone inscription states he was born in 1866.  John’s Oconto Co. Marriage Record Vol.2, Pg.113, #74, 02755) to his 2nd wife Mary states that he was born in Dobrzyca, Pleszew, Poznan, Poland.  No date was given.

- Charles & Hattie Banaszynski’s1 son, Visent (Vincent) Banaszynski2 was born on; 01/22/1871 in the Posen Province Germany/Poland.
(census & naturalization records)

Vincent’s Oconto CO Marriage Record Vol. 2. Pg.113, #87, 02645 to wife Elizabeth states that he was born in Olesie, Poland/Germany.
-Note: Charles & Hattie Banaszynski’s1 daughter, Marianna (nee Banaszynski) Zacharyasz’s2 husband Frank Zacharyasz1was born in; Strzyzew, Pleszew, Poznan Poland.  Newer maps of Poland show Strzyzew, Pleszew, Poznan, Poland was eventually called; Strzyew, Pleszew, Poznan, Poland.  Strzyew is now called; Grunan, Poland.  Olesie, Poland where Marianna (nee Banaszynski) Zacharyasz2 was born no longer exists.  (Barbara Brady) 
- It should be noted that there were Banaszynski Families that lived in Ohio, Michigan and New York.  However we do not know if, or how they relate.

- We do know that Charles & Hattie Banaszynski’s1son Albert, his wife Elizabeth & their children lived in Menominee and Wallace, MI in the 1930’s.
- Michal Banaszynski’s​1​ family lived in Chicago, IL.

-We think that the first of the Banaszynski’s to arrive in WI was, Peter Banaszynski2.  He is the son of Simon & Jozefa (nee Ciesielski) Banaszynski1.  Peter Banaszynski2 immigrated in about 1871 and was first discovered living in Milwaukee, WI in 1880.  That is when he was found living with his aunt, Machalina (nee Ciesielska) Pawinski and her two children; Florian & Josephine Pawinski.  (Jozefa Banaszynski & Machalina Pawinski are sisters.)  The Pawinski Family; Father Vincent, Mother Machalina & children; Florian & Jozefa Pawinski immigrated in 1867.  The Pawinski Family may have been the first to migrate to Wisconsin and that may be why the Banaszynski’s came to WI.  Traveling with Vincent Pawinski & his family was, Agnes Banaszynski.  She may be their niece & the daughter of Jozefa Banaszynski.  Vincent Pawinski & his family were also traveling with Johann & Anna Pawinski & their family.  Vincent Pawinski & families first known location was in Milwaukee, WI as they appeared in the 1870 Milwaukee, Census.  
- The second to come to America and was found living in Milwaukee, WI was, Michal Banaszynski1 who immigrated about 1873.  He was first discovered living in Milwaukee, WI on 03/15/1875.  He was living with his wife Julia (nee Murkowski) Banaszynski1 and their children in a rear house located at; 632 1st Ave. (This is now called, S. 6th Street.)
-The first of Charles and Hattie Banaszynski’s1 children to immigrate to America was their married daughter, Mary (nee Banaszynski2) and her husband Frank Zacharyasz2. Frank Zacharyasz’s2 father was born, Marcin Szmura1but he changed his name to Zacharyasz about 1852.  Mary & Frank Zacharyasz2 departed from Hamburg, Germany to Hull England on 09/23/1881 and arrived in Baltimore, MD from Liverpool, England on 10/14/1881.  From there the couple settled for a time in Berea Cuyahoga Co, Ohio.  On 10/30/1885 the couple purchased a home and 80 acres of farmland in Angelica Twp, Shawano Co, WI.  The home is now located at 306 Deer Drive.  Pulaski WI.  The couple lived here and raised their children until their deaths.  This home & farm are located two farms away from where Charles & Hattie Banaszynski1 eventually settled at in 1888.
-The second child of Charles & Hattie Banaszynski’s1 to immigrate to America was, John Banaszynski2.  He immigrated to America on May 9, 1885.  It appears that John settled for a time in Berea, Cuyahoga Co, OH.  This is also where his sister Mary and her husband Frank Zacharyaz2 settled.  Eventually John would move to Angelica Twp, Brown Co, WI where he was married to Mary and the couple raised their children until their deaths. The following is information taken from John’s immigration record;

Joh Bamacznski – labour/ born about 1867 (age 18)/ Departure: Antwerp, Belgium and Bremen, Germany/ Arrival: New York/ Ship: Belgenland

Destination: Bered, OH (Berea)/ Place of origin: Germany; Warnez/ Nationality: German

-Charles Banaszynski1 may have traveled alone to America to check for prospective living areas.  Or he may have set up the family home in America before sending for the rest of his family, when the majority of them arrived in America on 11/12/1888.  There was a passenger list that listed;

Chadol Benchancki who is traveling alone / Born: abt.1842 / age 44 / Departure: Liverpool, England and Queenstown, Ireland / Arrival: New York on 07/02/1886 / Ship: City of Chicago / Place of Origin: Austria.  It should be noted that his point of departure and the ship name is the same as was his children that came to America in a large group on 11/12/1888.
-The next to immigrate was the large group of Banaszynski children2 that immigrated to Wisconsin.  They came by indirect route.  The Hamburg Indirect Passenger List of 10/26/1888 states the family took a ship from Bremen to Liverpool, where they boarded the ship, “City of Chicago” to New York.  They were all from Dobrzyca, Posen, and their final destination was Green Bay, WI.
The New York Passenger List states that on 11/12/1888;
Johann Banazmsky/ labour/ born about 1843 (age 45)   (Unknown how he is related)   (He is not Charles & Hattie Banaszynski’s1son.  Could be Charles)
Judwiga Banazmsky/ wife / born about 1848 (age 40)   (Unknown how she is related)  (She could be Charles’ wife Jadwiga)
Nicholas Banazmsky/ labour/ born about 1858 (age 30)
Vincent Banazmsky/ labour/ born 1871 (age 17)
Ludwig Banazmsky/ child/ born about 1878 (age 10)
Wagtich Banazmsky/ child/ born about 1882 (age 6)
Stanislaws Banazmsky/ child/ born about 1884 (age 4)
Frany Banazmsky/ labour/ born about 1862 (age 26)
Stanislaus Banazmsky/ wife (Frank’s wife Stella)/ born about 1866 (age 22)

- It is unknown for sure when Charles and Hattie Banasynski’s1 son, Andrew Banasynski’s2 came to America.  He did not come with the large group of Banaszynski2 children on 11/12/1888.  Perhaps he came with his parents or on his own.  His census records state he immigrated in 1881, 1887 & 1889.  

Locations where Charles & Hattie Banaszynski1 lived once they settled in Wisconsin.
L: On 7/22/2006 we went to visit the home and land where Charles and Hattie Banasynski1 lived in Angelica Township, Shawano Co, WI.   The address is now located at W. 674 Deer Drive, Pulaski, WI.  The owner’s of the home and 140 acres of farmland in 2006 was Wilbert & Nancy Lewis.  The Lewis’ showed us a land abstract which stated that Charles and Hattie purchased the home on 11/19/1888.  (We assume that they moved here as soon as they immigrated.)  The abstract shows that Charles would sell the home and farmland to his son Frank Banaszynski2 and his wife Stella.  Charles bought it back, and then sold it back to Frank again.  They did this in the very first years and in a short period of time as well.  The abstract shows that in later years, the home & farm was eventually sold to Frank’s son, John Banaszynski3 & his wife Sophie.  It then went to John’s son, Alvin Banaszynski4.  Finally, the Lewis’s purchased the home and farmland in 1977.  To date it is a very well cared for home and farm, where they raise cattle and organic crops.  The Lewis’s state that prior to the 1930’s when the Banaszynski’s owned the home, there was a terrible fire and the home burned to the ground.  He stated that the Banaszynski’s had to live in the barn while their new home was being built.  The new home stands today.    
L: 1900 Angelica Township, Shawano Co, WI Census does not show Charles and Hattie Banaszynski1 living in Angelica (even tough the abstract puts them there.)  They do show their son Frank & Stella Banaszynski2 living there, but Charles and Hattie were not living with them at the time of the census.    Could they have lived in Milwaukee, WI with one of their adult children?
L: 1905 Angelica Township, Shawano Co, WI Census shows that Carl & Hattie Banaszynski1 lived with their son Frank Banaszynski2, his wife Stella and Frank & Stella’s children; Joseph, Ignatz, Frances, Steny, John & Mary Banaszynski3.  In addition Charles & Hattie’s son, Nick Banaszynski2was living with them all.  Nick was single at this time. (1905 Angelica Census)
L: 1910 Angelica Township, Shawano Co, WI Census shows Charles and Hattie Banaszynski1lived in the same home with their son Frank & his wife Stella Banaszynski2 and Frank & Stella’s children; Ignatious (Ignatz), Frances, Stanley (Steny), John, Mary and Leo Banaszynski3.  Frank was a general farmer and farmed the 140 acres of land that the family lived on and owned.  Census records show that Charles and Hattie Banaszynski2 had #9 of #12 living children at the time. We know who #9 of their children are, but do not know who the other #3 children are.
L: Shawano Co. Death Record Vol. 13, pg 592 states Charles and Hattie Banaszynski1lived on Route #3 in Angelica Township, Shawano, CO, WI.

L: Shawano Co. Death Record Vol.9, pg 267 states Karl Banaszynski1 lived on Route #1 in Angelica, WI. (Unknown if it is; Route #1, or Route #3.)

L: 1920 Census for Angelica Township, Shawano Co, WI shows that Hattie Banaszynski1was living at the same location as she did in 1910.  However, now she is a widow living with her son Frank Banaszynski2, his wife Stella and their #4 children, Stanley, Mary, John and Harry.  Charles died in 1915.

He had #11 or #12 children (depending on what article you read.)  #8 were living with him at; 919 Warren Ave. at the time of his death.  Two were boys.  One of who is 21 yrs old (b: abt.1877), and the other is 16 (b: abt.1882). The other child living at home was a girl age 17 (b: abt.1881) Simon also has a son & a daughter that live away from home.  These two are married and have children of their own. One article said he leaves a wife.  The other article does not mention in the article anywhere that he had a wife, so perhaps she died in Europe.

-It should be noted that many of Charles and Hattie’s adult children and their families owned land and that lived very near to them in Angelica Twp,  WI or three miles east in Pulaski WI.  

-As time went by, many family members relocated further away from Angelica Township and also to Milwaukee, WI.  

-Some Banaszynski’s changed their last names to Banner, Banach, Banaszak, Banazak and Baranczyk. 
-A number of Charles & Hattie’s children lived in the duplex located at; 1027 Garden St, which is now located at; the 2400 block of S. 5 Place in Mil, WI.  

-In 1900 their son Louis Banaszynski2, his wife Marianna2 & their daughter Franciszka3 lived there along with Charles & Hattie’s sons, Mikolay2, Albert2 & Stanislaw2 Banaszynski.  In addition one of Charles & Hattie’s grandson; Pioter Zacharyasz3 lived with them. He is the son of Chales & Hattie’s daughter, Mary Zacharyasz.

-In 1904 Charles & Hattie’s granddaughter Mary Kwapiszewski lived at this home along with her husband Martin and their children; Louise & Casimir.

- In 1910 Andrew & Balbina Banaszynski2 had Andrew’s sister, Mary Zacharyasz’s son & his family live with them.  His name is; Frank Zacharyasz.  Frank’s wife Kate, their son Harry also lived in the home.  In addition, Frank Zacharyasz’s sister; Francis Zacharyasz lived with them as well.
-Grandpa Kwapiszewski thinks that there was an Uncle Ted that lived with Uncle Nicholas on Grove Street in Milwaukee.  He stated that 

Uncle Nicholas was not married and Uncle Ted was a railroad worker.  Note* Ted may be confused with a nephew, not an uncle.

 -Charles Banaszynski could have had a relative, who had a son named Anton Banaszynski.  The source- 1920 Cuyahoga Co, census states Anton was 30 years old and was born: abt.1870.  He was married and living with Peter age 19 who was born: abt.1881.  Peter was not married at this time.

- St. Adalbert Cemetery located in Milwaukee, WI used to be called, “Polish Union Cemetery”.
-Many Poles that immigrated & settled in Milwaukee lived in the 1st, 18th & 13th Wards.

-Francis Banaszynski3 married Paul Wasniewski3 on 08/05/1913 in Angelica Twp, WI.  The couple will live in Two Rivers WI.  This could either be Vincent Banaszynski2 or John Banaszynski’s2 daughter. My guess is that she is Vincent’s daughter, because the attendants at the wedding were Rosy & John Banaszynski.  Those would be siblings to Vincent’s daughter Francis. (Shawano Co Journal- 08/13/1913 Angelica)

- Sylvia Ross was in touch with a researcher named Ralph Bielawski in 2002.  She thought he was a great grandson of Michal Banaszynski.  He sent her Mil Census and city directories for Michal.  He also investigated areas in Poland to try to find out where his Banasynski's originated.  He said that in 2002 there were 408 people currently living in Poland with the name Banaszynski.  His Polish source wrote that anyone with that name probably originated from one of the small towns named Banachy in Poland.  He also stated that most of the Banaszynski's in Poland live in the province of Kielce.  This researcher’s email address was; aralph@email.msn.com  However, I tried to contact him & my email was returned stating that the address was invalid.  Try aralphb@email.msn.com   There are two things to note here;

-Michal & Julia had a daughter Jadwiga that married Adalbert Bielawski.  I am sure this man is onto something & is probably related.   (I should keep searching message boards or the popular sites like ancestry.com or rootsweb.com for the name Bielawski and see if I can contact him.  He may have additional Banaszynski info. )
- His comment that "Banaszynski's probably originated from one of the small towns named Banachy in Poland".  I think this may be a key point.  The Orbik Tree said that Michal's wife Julia’s nee Murkowski’s mother’s maiden name is Banach?  I know years ago people were named after the area's in which they lived.  Perhaps we are onto something?
-Around the turn of the century there were Banaszynski’s that lived in Michigan, Ohio & New York.  It is unclear how they relate. 
-There is a MI connection with the Kwapiszewski Family.  Grandpa stated that his father Martin ran away to possibly Michigan around the turn of the century, where he became a lumberjack.  He eventually returned to Angelica Twp, WI.

-Also, Charles & Hattie Banaszynski1 had a son Albert (Wojciech) Banaszynski married to Elizabeth.  The couple lived in Menominee & Wallace Michigan. They bounced to & from Michigan from 1905 to at least 1934. They eventually remained in Milwaukee, where they died.  But some of their children lived & died in MI.

-Ironically there was a Kwapiszewski Family that lived next door to a Banaszynski Family. We do not know how they relate.  More investigation needs to be done, to see what connection there is.
